5. Do not attempt to repair breaks to videos on your own or try to open the case in any way. Do not handle the exposed tape at any time. 

6. Be sure your equipment is operating and adjusted properly (adjust tracking). Please notify the library upon return of the videocassette or DVD if you think it is defective or distorted. We hold you responsible only for physical damage. 

7. Damage/Loss – the full list price will be charged for a lost or “damaged beyond repair” videocassette or DVD.

Overdue - $1.00/day, per title, up to $10.00 per cassette or DVD. 

Damage to or loss of plastic cassette or DVD case - $2.00 

Damage to or loss of cassette/DVD up to the cost of the cassette or DVD.
